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The Guam Environmental Protection Agency/Guam Energy Office (Guum EPA/GEO) in partnership with

the Guam Housing and Urban Renewal Authority (GHURA) will be providing weatherization services to eligible clients.

What irs it?
The Weatherization Assistance Program is offered to help reduce energy costs for income eligible
applicants by improving the energy efficiency of their homes while ensuring their health and safety. The
program is gedred to assist the elderly, people with disabilities, families with children, high residential
energy users, dnd households with a high energy burden.

What doers it do?

The Weatherization Program conducts a full assessment to determine if your house requires any or all of
the following:

* Weather-stripping and sealing of air leaks * Low flow shower heads and faucet aerators
* |nstalling compact fluorescent light bulbs * Providing smoke detectors and/or carbon monoxide
* Replacing refrigerator and /or air conditioner detectors
